Mouse combinations

Trying Option, Shift, and Command while using mouse may bring you nice surpises.

Ctrl-click
Opt-click

“right click”
“middle click”

Option click other app
Cmd-drag window

Switch to that app and hide current app
Drag work-behind enabled windows

Opt-yellow - Dock all windows of the application
Dialogs
Try Cmd with the first character of the labels on the buttons.
Esc Cancel
Cmd-. (period) Cancel
Enter Default button
Cmd-d Don’t save (in Save / Cancel / Don’t save dialog)
Cmd-r Replace (in “Do you want to replace this file” dialog)

Cmd-click
Cmd-Opt-click

Ctrl-click (or click+hold)
Cmd-Opt-drag into dock

Reveal in finder

Activate app and hide other apps

Contextual menu

Force the app you’re dropping onto to open the item

Opt-click close Close all windows (except popups)
Cmd-Opt-w Close all windows (except popups)
Cmd-Shift-Opt-w Close all windows (include popups)
Cmd-— List view: open folder

Cmd-«— List view: close folder
Cmd-Opt-— List view: open folder, recursive
Cmd-Opt-«— List view: close folder, recursive

Opt-click disclosure triangle

List view: expand/collapse all folders

Cmd-1 Open parent folder

Cmd-| Open selected

Cmd-Opt-T Open parent folder, close current folder
Cmd-Opt-| Open selected, close current folder
Cmd-Delete Move selected to trash
Cmd-Shift-Delete Empty trash

Space Spring-loaded folders: open immediately
Opt Disk mount: show each session of an ISO-9660 CD as a volume
Cmd-Shift-q Logout

Cmd-i Show info

Opt-drag Copy file

Cmd-Opt-drag Make alias

Magic keys at boot time

C Boot from CD

d Boot from internal hard disk

n Boot from network

t Target mode, machine becomes a Firewire hard disk

Shift Safe boot: disable login itmes and nonessential kernel extensions
Cmd-v Verbose: show console messages
